· There will be a $35 fee charged on NSF checks.
· There is a one-time $25 in/out racking fee for boats under 20 ft.
· Access to unit and/or property will be denied if payment is not current.

· Access is available only during regular business hours of Camano Marine.

· No electrical usage is provided and no mechanical work is allowed on premises.

· Seven days notice is required for move-out.

Contract Terms:

1. Camano Marine (landlord) agrees to lease to Tenant the storage unit designated above on a month-to-month basis commencing on the above mentioned move-in date.

2. Tenant agrees to pay the landlord the agreed rent under terms set forth above.

3. Tenant agrees that the storage unit will not be used for any unlawful purpose, nor will tenant store explosives, highly flammable materials, or hazardous goods of any nature in the unit.

4. Tenant will leave the unit clean when vacating, and will return key or a charge of $50 will be applied to credit card.

5. The Landlord is renting storage space in which Tenant can store personal property owned by Tenant. All personal property in storage shall be at the risk of the Tenants. Landlord maintains insurance on the entire building structure, but said insurance does not provide for coverage of property belonging to Tenant. Tenant must provide separate insurance for his/her property. Landlord will not be responsible or liable, directly or indirectly, for loss or damage to property of Tenant in storage, no matter what the cause.
6. Tenant hereby agrees to hold Landlord harmless from all claims for loss or damages suffered or alleged in or about the building by any person.

7. Landlord is not responsible for mold, mildew buildup, dirt, or bird droppings in stored boats.  
8. In the event of default in the payment of rent or in the event that Tenant becomes insolvent or property located in the unit is seized or attached by execution or any other form of legal distrait, Landlord may terminate this Rental Agreement and take possession of the property and attach a lien to the personal property, and it may be sold to satisfy the lien if rent or other charges due remain unpaid for fourteen consecutive days.

9. Rental rate increases can be expected from time to time. Tenant will be given at least 30 days notice.
